Water pollution is causing severe harmful effects worldwide. The use of contaminated water

leads to diseases such as diarrhea, cholera, long-term health problems, loss of biodiversity,

environmental imbalance, and many other issues.

Under the direction of the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change, Government of

India, the Andhra Pradesh Pollution Control Board has been entrusted with the responsibility of

protecting water resources in the state under the Water (Prevention and Control of Pollution) Act,

1974. Under this Act, it is the duty of the Pollution Control Board to protect water bodies such as

rivers, lakes, canals, ponds, and groundwater from pollution, and to maintain water quality.

In this context, the following Control Measures are essential. Industries, commercial

establishments, and other organizations must treat the effluent (wastewater) generated during their

operations through proper treatment systems and only then release it. Disposal of waste into water

bodies, drains, or open areas within public places is strictly prohibited. Every industry and

establishment must responsibly ensure that household waste, plastics, hazardous materials, and

similar items are not disposed of into water bodies.

As per Section 25 of the Water (Prevention and Control of Pollution) Act, 1974, large household

amenities, hospitals, industries, hotels, educational institution hostels, and other projects are required

to implement proper wastewater management systems... and also make arrangements for their

reuse. Similarly, any industry that is to be established or operated must first obtain Consent to

Establish (CTE) and Consent to Operate (CTO) from the Andhra Pradesh Pollution Control Board.

This information was published in the Government Gazette on 23.12.1996 and 30.4.1999, and again

on 1.5.2004 for public awareness.

Disposing of waste into water bodies, releasing polluted water beyond prescribed limits into water

resources — these are serious offences. Violators are liable to be penalized with fines up to Rs. 15

lakhs under this Act, cases may be filed, and legal action may be taken. Orders may also be issued to

close the offending industries, disconnect electricity and water supply based on the severity of

violations.
