G.S.R. 456(E).—In exercise of the powers conferred by section 33 of the Marine Products Export
Development Authority Act, 1972 (13 of 1972), the Central Government hereby makes the following rules further to
amend the Marine Products Export Development Authority Rules, 1972, namely:-

1. Short title and commencement - (1) These rules may be called the Marine Products Export Development
Authority (Amendment) Rules, 2026.

(2) They shall come into force on the date of publication in the Official Gazette.

2. In the Marine Products Export Development Authority Rules, 1972 (hereinafter referred to as principal rules)for
rule 33, the following rule shall be substituted, namely:-

shall be made to the Secretary, Marine Products Export Development Authority in Form I, Form II, Form III,
Form IV, Form II (a), Form II (b), Form II (¢) , Form II (d), Form II (e), Form II (f), or Form II(g), as the case
may be.

(2) Every application under sub-rule (1) shall be accompanied by the fee specified in column (3) against the forms
