THE RAJASTHAN JAN VISHWAS (AMENDMENT OF PROVISIONS) Bill, 2026

(As introduced in the Rajasthan Legislative Assembly)

A
Bill

to amend certain enactments for decriminalising and rationalising offences and to further
enhance trust-based governance for ease of living and doing business.

Be it enacted by the Rajasthan State Legislature in the Seventy-seventh Year of the
Republic of India, as follows:-

1. Short title and commencement.- (1) This Act may be called the Rajasthan Jan
Vishwas (Amendment of Provisions) Act, 2026.

(2) It shall be deemed to have come into force on and from 7t January, 2026.

2. Amendment of certain enactments.- The enactments mentioned in column (4) of
the Schedule are hereby amended to the extent and in the manner mentioned in column (5)
thereof.

3. Savings.- The amendment or repeal by this Act of any enactment shall not affect
any other enactment in which the amended or repealed enactment has been applied,
incorporated or referred to;

and this Act shall not affect the validity, invalidity, effect or consequences of anything
already done or suffered, or any right, title, obligation or liability already acquired, accrued or
incurred or any remedy or proceeding in respect thereof, or any release or discharge of, or
from any debt, penalty, obligation, liability, claim or demand, or any indemnity already
granted, or the proof of any past act or thing;

nor shall this Act affect any principle or rule of law, or established jurisdiction, form or
course of pleading, practice or procedure, or existing usage, custom, privilege, restriction,
exemption, office or appointment, notwithstanding that the same respectively may have been
in any manner affirmed, or recognized or derived by, in or from any enactment hereby
amended or repealed;

nor shall the amendment or repeal by this Act of any enactment revive or restore any
jurisdiction, office, custom, liability, right, title, privilege, restriction, exemption, usage,
practice, procedure or other matter or thing not now existing or in force.

4. Repeal and savings.- (1) The Rajasthan Jan Vishwas (Amendment of Provisions)
Ordinance, 2025 (Ordinance No. 2 of 2025) is hereby repealed.

(2) Notwithstanding such repeal, all things done, actions taken or orders made under
the said Ordinance shall be deemed to have been done, taken or made under this Act.

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STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS

The State Government of Rajasthan is committed to enhancing ease of living, ease of doing
business, and promoting a trust-based regulatory environment. A key step in this direction is to
rationalize penal provisions under various State laws by decriminalizing minor, technical, or
procedural contraventions which do not involve criminal intent or significant public harm.

It is found that many existing Acts impose criminal penalties such as imprisonment even for
minor contravention or technical lapse, leading to excessive litigation, overburdening of the judicial
system, and creating unnecessary hardship for individuals, entrepreneurs, and businesses. Therefore,
the State Government considers that civil penalties and administrative mechanisms can serve the
purpose of deterrence more effectively rather than existing provisions.

Taking into account the principle expressed in the Jan Vishwas (Amendment of Provisions)
Act, 2023 enacted by Government of India, the State Government did review the State Acts and found
that several enactments may be amended. For this reason, it was considered appropriate to remove the
criminal provisions from such did review laws, and to replace them with provisions that are civil in
nature but will retain their deterrent effect. Thus proposed amendments aim to substitute provisions of
imprisonment with monetary penalties. These amendments promote administrative efficiency and
regulatory clarity, while maintaining necessary safeguards to protect public interest and ensure
accountability and promote a more facilitative approach to governance in the State of Rajasthan.

Since the Rajasthan Legislative Assembly was not in session and the circumstances existed
which rendered it necessary for the Governor of Rajasthan to take immediate action, he, therefore
promulgated the Rajasthan Jan Vishwas (Amendment of Provisions) Ordinance, 2025 (Ordinance
No. 2 of 2025) on 11™ December, 2025 which was published in the Rajasthan Gazette, Extraordinary,
Part- IV (B), dated 12" December, 2025.
