THE UTTAR PRADESH BRICK KILNS (SITTING CRITERIA FOR

1.(1) These rules may be called the Uttar Pradesh Brick Kilns (Sitting Criteria  Short title and
For Establishment) (First Amendment) Rules, 2026. commencement
(2) They shall come into force with effect from the date of their publication in
the Official Gazette.
2.(1) In the Uttar Pradesh Brick Kilns (Sitting Criteria for Establishment) Amendment

Rules, 2012 (hereinafter referred to as “said rules”) in rule 2, — of rule 2
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(a) for the existing clause (i) set out in Column-I below, the clause as set out in

Column-II shall be substituted, namely :—
COLUMN-1
(Existing Clause)

(i) A brick kiln shall not be established
within a distance of 5.0 kilometers from
the area of a Municipal Council or
Municipal Corporation. Subject to the
above restrictions a brick kiln shall be
established at least 500 meters away from
residential  area  having  minimum
population of 100-150 persons or 20
houses either kachha or pucca houses.

(c) at the end, the following proviso shall be inserted, namely:—
“Provided that any brick kiln which was established prior to the commencement

of the Uttar Pradesh Brick Kilns (Sitting Criteria for Establishment) Rules, 2012 and
which have already submitted the Consent Application before the Board or
have obtained Consent / Permission / No Objection Certificate / Licence / Registration
Certificate / Royalty Challan from any Government Department / Authority like Mining
Department, Zila Panchayat and Commercial Tax Department which proves that the brick
kiln was established before the commencement of the Uttar Pradesh Brick Kilns (Sitting
Criteria for Establishment) Rules, 2012 i.e. 27.06.2012, shall be deemed to be a valid
Brick kiln. If production has been started by such brick kiln without any prior
consent from the Board, in such cases, these Brick Kilns shall apply for Consent to
Operate and the Board shall issue consent to operate the kiln by imposing a penalty of
three times of one year fee for all defaulted years."
